Churches combining their newsletters with the Standard pay
our lowest subscription rate of $11.00 per subscription, or
about 22 cents per issue of the Standard. This price is added to
the cost of newsletter production, based on the option you
choose.

Service Benefits

Our greatest supporters are church support staff who no longer
must spend time publishing and distributing the church
newsletter. By allowing us to do what we do best, your church
staff members or volunteers are free to do other ministries
with their time. Our experienced staff takes on the work of
printing, labeling, folding, and mailing your newsletter with the
Baptist Standard each week, every two weeks, or monthly—the
schedule is up to you.

Fast Turnaround

We are equipped to offer fast turnaround to accommodate
almost any production schedule. You can send your newsletter
at the beginning of the week of publication, and we’ll print and
mail it that same week. Our goal is to mail every newsletter by
Wednesday for delivery into the mailboxes of your members by
Saturday.

Formats
The size of your newsletter can change from week to week to fit
the amount of news you have. Your church can produce your

newsletter on a single sheet (8.5”x 11”) or double-size sheet
size (117x 17”). Both are printed on quality white 70# paper
stock. You also can choose to use a pre-print of your own
design or use one of the formatted shells we provide.

Spot Color

We now offer spot-color at no additional charge. This feature
gives you the option of adding a second ink color to your
newsletter for design impact and emphasis. Now you can
change type color, add screens, and incorporate color outlines
and boxes into your design. That means a more professional
look for your newsletter. Call for instructions on how to submit
your newsletter using the spot color option.

Computer Software

We support the most popular publication software, including
Microsoft Publisher, Quark Express, PageMaker, and Word. We
also support most printing fonts. We encourage churches to
send their newsletters to us using Adobe Acrobat PDF format,
but we also can receive it by e-mail, modem to modem, com-
puter fax, or to our FTP site.

Letter size (8.5” x 11”)
This is our most economical newsletter service. Your newsletter will be printed on 8.5”x 11” sheets, and you have the option of

printing on one or both sides. After printing, your newsletter will be inserted into the Baptist Standard and addressed to your mem-

bers and friends. Newsletters are printed on 70# white paper stock.
Tabloid size (11”7 x 17”)*

This service is based on using 11” x 17” sheets. This offers your church the options of two 8.5”x 11” pages or the full-sized tabloid

as the Standard uses. Your church can choose the traditional four-page newsletter format or use the full vertical sizes of the tabloid
